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I am the GIS Director of Applied Services and Information Systems, LLC (ASIS) located in Virginia Beach.  I am currently enrolled in the master of geographic information systems at Pennsylvania State University, online.  I have successfully completed the required courses but I have to fulfill the obligations of presenting an independent study to a to a professional GIS audience.  For my independent study, otherwise known as the capstone project, I developed a web map application that increases efficiencies for the Information Technology (IT) division within my organization.  Being new to the development of web maps I felt it would be useful to document the entire process to share with others that are new to this field.  I feel that this information can be valuable to other GIS professionals who see the importance of web maps but may not understand exactly how they are developed.
The presentation will address the necessary steps needed to deploy a map application that can be accessed through a web browser client.  I will present hardware and software needed to publish and run the map application and open standards that were used.  Moreover, I will display the application I built and discuss the knowledge needed, the amount of time in man-hours, and hinders I encountered.  

Interested conference attendees for the presentation would consist of any organizations or individuals who do not have strong programming experience but wish to understand the effort and process to create a web map application.  This understanding will help the organization determine if developing their own web mapping is achievable with their current staff, hardware, and software.
Web Map Application Synopsis:

· Data layers:  TIGER Files, Customer locations with attribute data, Hydrology, Landmarks, Imagery, buffer zones, and hyperlinked graphics

· Custom Tools:  zoom, pan, measurement bar, identify tool, full extent, query

· Map Server:  WFS Geoserver 1.5, also ArcGIS Sever 9.2
· Authors: Mapbuilder 1.5 & ArcGIS 9.2

The application allows field technicians in the IT division to retrieve customer data, see new customer locations real-time and plan routes, enhance emergency response, and allocate resources more efficiently.
